PREAMBLE. .
In view of the diractions of the Honble Supreme Court In the matter of

“University of Kerala v/s. Councll, Ptincipals, Colleges and others” [n SLP no. 24295 of
~ 2006 dated 16.05.2007 and that dated 8.05.2009 in Civil Appeal number 887 of 2009,
and in consideration of the-determination of the Central Government and the University
Grants Commission to prohibit, prevent and eliminate the scourge of ragging including
any conduct by any student or students whether by words spoken or written or by an
act which has the effact of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness a fresher or any
other student, or indulging in rowdy or indisciplined activities by any student or students
which causes or is likely to cause annoyance, hardship or psychological harm or to raise
fear or apprenension thereof in any fresher or any other student-or asking any student
to do any act which such student will not in the ordinary course do and which has the
effect of causing or generating a sense of shame, or torment or embarrassment 50 as
to adversely affect the physigue or psyche of such fresher or any other student, with or
without an imtent to derive a sadistic pleasure or showing off power, authority or
superiotity by a student over any fresher or any other student, in all higher education
institutions in the country, and thereby, to provide for the healthy deveiopment,
physically ang psychologically, of ail students, the University Grants Comemission, in
consultation with the Councits, brings forth this Regulation. -

In axercise of the powers conferred by Clause/(é} of sub-section (1) of Section 26 of
the University Grants Commission Act, 1956, the University Grants Commission hereby
makes the following Regulations, namely:

8—139 (172000
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1. Titde, commencement and applicability.-

1.1  These regulations shall be called the “UGC Regulations on Curbing the Menace of
Ragging in Higher Fducational Institutions, 2009",

1.2 They shall come into force from the date of their publication In the Official
Gazette.

1.3 They shall apply to all the Institutions coming within the definition of an
University under sub-section (f) of section (2) of the Unlversity Grants Commission Act,
1556, and to all institutions deemed to be a university under Section 3 of the University
Grants Commisslon Act, 1956, to ail other higher educational institutions, or elements of
such universities or institutions, Including its departments, constttuent units and all the
premises, whethar being academic, residential, playgrounds, -canteen, or other such
premises of such universities, deemed universities and higher educational institutions,
Mrether located within the campus or outside; and to all means of transportation of

. studénfs, whether public or-private, accessed by students for the pursut of studies in

such universities, deemed universities and higher educational institutions. -

2. Objectives.-

To prohibit any conduct by any student or students whethar by words spoken or
written or by an act which has the effect of teastng, treating or handling with rudeness a
fresher or any other student, or indulging in rowdy or indisciplined activities by any
student or students whith causes or Is |lkaly to cause. anhoyance, hardship or
psychological ‘harmn ot to raise fear or apprehension thereof in any fresher-or any other
student.or asking any student to do any act which such student wili nat In the ordinary
course o and which has. the affact 4f cauging ar-gensrating-2 sense -of shamg, of
torment or smibarrassment 5o aste adversely affect the physique -or psyche of such

fresher or amy otfier student, with or without an imtant to derive a sadistic pleasure or

shuiﬂrng oif power, muthority or stipefintity by & student over any fresher or any other

‘student; and thereby, to allmhvate ragging in all its fofms from univerdties, deemed

universities and other higher educational institutions in the country by prohibiting ft
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under these Regulations, preventing its occurrence and punishing those who indulge in
ragging as provided for in these Regulations and the appropriate law in force.

3. What constitutes Ragging.- Ragging constitutes ope or more of any of the

foltowing acts:

any conduct by any student or students whether by words spoken ar written or
by an act which has the effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness a
fresher or any other student;

indulging in rowdy or indisciplined activities by any student or students which
causes of is likely to cause annoyance, hardship, physical or psychological harm
or to raise fear or apprehension thereof in any fresher or any other studert;
asking any student to do any act which such student will not in the ordinary
course do-and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense of shame,
or torment or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche

any act by a senior student that prevents, disrupts or disturbs the regular
academic activity of any other student or a fresher;

exploiting the services of a fresher ar any other student for completing the
academic tasks assigned to an individual or a group of students.

any act of financial extortion or forcefut expenditure burden put on a fresher or
any other student by étudents;

any act of physical abuse including all variants of it: sexual abuse, homosexual
assaults, stripping, forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestures, causing bodily harm
or any other danger to health or person;

any act or abuse by spoken words, emalls, post, public insults which would also
include deriving perverted pleasure, vicarious or sadistic thrill from actively or
passively participating in the discomfiture to frasher or any other student ;

any act that affects the mental health and self-confidence of a fresher or any

other student

with or without an intent to derive a sadistic pleasure or showing off power, authority or
superiority by a student over any fresher or any other student.
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4. Definltions.-

In these regulations unless the context otherwise requires,-

a) “Act" means, the University Grants Commisslon Act, 1956 (3 of 1956);

B) “Acaderﬁlc vear” means the périod from the commercement of admission of
students In any course of study in the institution up to the completion of
academic requirements for that particular year.

¢) “Anti-Ragging Helpline” means the Helpline established under dlause (&) of
Regulation 8.1 of these Regulations.

d) “Commission” means the Univérslty Grants Commission;

e) *Councll” means a body 50 constituted by an Act of Padlament or an Act of
any State Legislature for setting, or co-ordinating or majntaining standards In the
relavant greas of higher education, such as the All India Councll for Technical
Education (AICTE), the Bar Coundll of India (BCI), the Dental Coundil of India
(DCI), the Distance Education Cduncil (DEC), the Indian Council of Agricuftural
Research (ICAR), the Indian Nursing Coundil (INC), the Medical Coundll of India
(MCI}, the Nationial Councll for Teacher Education (NCTE), the Phammacy Coundli
of India (PCI), etc, and the State Pﬁgher Education Coundls.

f) “District Level Anti-Ragging Committee” means the Committee, headed by
the District Maglstrate, constituted by the State Govemment, for the control and
eflmination of ragging [n institutions within the jurisdiction of the district,

g) “Head of the institution” means the Vice-Chancellor in case of a university or a
deemed to be unli'ersrty, the Principal or the Directar or such other designation
as the executive. head of the Instituion or the college Is referred,

h) “Fresher” means a student who has been admitted to an institution and who

is undeignmg hi.é!her first year D‘F study e such insifution.

0 “Instttuﬂon means a higher educatmna[ institution mciudlng, but not limited
of natlonal lmpartance se.t up by an Act of Parliament or a constituent unit of
stich institution, imparting higher education beyond 12 years of schoaling ieading
to, but not necessarily a.llminating in, a degree (graduate, postgraduate and/for
higher level) and/or to a unlversity diploma.
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j) “NAAC” means the National Academic and Accraditation Council established by

the Commission under secton 12{ccc) of the Act;

k) “State Level Monitoring Cell" means the body constituted by the State
Government for the control and elimination of ragging in institutions within the
jurisdiction of the State, established under a State Law or on the advice of the

Central Government, as the case may be.

The application for admission shall be accompanied by a document in the form
of, or annexed to, the School Leaving Cettificate/Transfer Certificate/Migration
Certificate/Character Certificate reporting on the Inter-personal/social behavioural
pattern of the applicant, to be issued by the school or institution last ati:ended by
the applicant, so that the institution can t'hereaﬁ:er keep watch on the applicant,
if admitted, whose behaviour has been commented in such document.

A student seeking admission to a hoste! forming part of the insttution, or
seeking to reside in any temporary premises not forming part of the institution,
including a private commerdially managed jodge or hostel, shall have to submit
additicna! affidavits countersigned by hisfher parents/guardians in the form
prescribed in Annexure I and Annexure 11 to these Regulations respectively along
with his/her application.

Before the commencement of the academic session in any institution, the Head
of the Institution shall convene and address a meeting of various
functionaries/agencies, such as Hostel Wardens, representatives of students,
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parents/ guardians, faculty, district administration including the police, to discuss
the measures to be taken to prevent ragging in the institution and steps to be
taken to ldentify those indulging In or abetting ragging and punish them.

) The institution shaH o make tﬁe community at farge and the students In
particular aware of the dehuman'lzing effect of ragging, and the approach of the
institiiion towards those Indulgfng in ragging, prom!nenﬁy display posters
tepicting fhe provisions of penal law applicable to incidents of ragging, and the
proms!ons df these Regulétions #d also any other faw for the time being in
force, and the puﬁ!shments thereof, shall be prominently displayed on Notice
Boards of all departrments, hostels and other bulldings as well as at places,
whire students nhormally gather”_and at piaces, known to be vulnerabie to

j). The institution shall request the media to give adequate publicity to the law
bi;éhfblﬁng ragding and the negative aspects of regging and the institution’s

K} The institution shall icdentify, property ltuminate and keep a ciose watch on all
locatians known to be vulnerable to occurrences of ragging incidents. '

) The institution shall tighten secuﬁty in its premises, especially at vulnerable
places and intense poliding by Ant-Ragging Squad, referred to in these
Regulations and volunteers, I any, shall be resorted to at such points at odd
hours during the first few months of the academic session.

m) The institution shall utilize the vacation period before the start of the new
academic year to launch a pubtlclty campaign against ragging through postets,
Ieaﬁets and such other means, as may be desirable or required, tc promote the
abjectives of these Regutations. '

n) The facuiﬁes{dapamnents/unibs of “the institution shall have induction
arrangements, mdugm those which anticipate, identify and plan to meet any
épéaal needs of any spedfic section of students, in piace weli in advanoe of the
beginning of the academic year with an aim to pmmote the ob]ecttves of this
Regd!atmn

o) Every instrtuttbn shall engage or seek the assxstance of professmonai
counsellors before the commencament of the acadermic session, to be avallable

. when required by the institution, for the purposes of offering counselling to

freshers and to other students after the commencement of the academic year.
The head of the institution shall provide Information to the local police and local
authorities, the details of every privately commercielly managed hostels or
lodges used for residential purposes by students enrolled in the institution and
the head of the institution shall also ensure that the Anti-Ragging Squad shall
ensure vigil in such-locations to prevent the occurrence of ragging therein.
